WHAT IS COMMUNITY SERVICE AND DROP IN and SEW?

Many of you know about CS and DIS. For those of you who do not, or have not seen us recently ... CSisall
about providing for those in need — homeless, victims of natural disaster, senior care facilities, foster youth,
deployed military, Salvation Army, Children/Adult Protective Services, and others. Quilts are distributed
throughout the year upon request or known need with the big distribution in December — several hundred
quilts, Christmas stockings, pillow cases, walker bags, and wall/table quilts are given to local agencies. CS has
a limited budget and values community and guild member donations of thread, fabric, and zippered plastic
“bags” to store the quilts in. Member help is invaluable in making tops, quilting, and/or binding. Nothing
fancy required, practice your free motion quilting or stitch in the ditch, sew from corner to corner, stipple,
meander, whatever you want to try. No need to bring supplies — if you need it we have it! Chocolate,
homemade cookies, coffee, tea, hot cocoa, and lots of fun and laughter keeps your energy up. Do bring a
I'Jnch if you are staying all day. If you cannot attend CS but would like to help, please contact Marjorie.

DIS is a time for those who want to come and sew. Many of the DIS group donate quilts, pillow cases, walker
tiags, and stockings to CS or offer assistance by sewing on quilt labels or piecing quilt backs.

Patchwork quilt backs — any size block, strip, or combination — a great way to use up your remnant pieces and
make room for new fabric! Simply sew up the pieces, scrappy works well, to a size for baby, twin, double,
gueen/king. No remnants? Check out a patchwork quilt back kit at the October guild meeting and work on it
ir] between your other projects.

"For the Center, cut 1 1/2 inches"by 8 1/2 inches of a "very dark to black fabric!

"For the Top and Bottom, cut each piece"4 inches by 8 1/2 inches!
mmn——— ————  — — = s Top fabric should read white or'light beige!
Bottom fabric should read medium blues or greens (batiks would be great)!

The block should end up 8 1/2 inches square. Sign your name on the lightest rectangle, leaving at

least an inch to the side edges.
